The families of the young 
church have spoken, and I have 
received the message. My idea 
of separating the first service 
from Sunday school was not 

helpful for them; it made it too long a day and too 
difficult to get their children ready on time. Thus, in 
response to what I have heard, the Administrative 
Board and I have come to the conclusion that it 
would be best for the United Methodist Church of 
Ludington to go back to the times of worship that 
were set before I arrived. Effective May 7, the first 
service will begin at 9:30, as will Sunday school. 
The second service will begin at 11:00 as it is 
now. The one further change that will take place 
will be the addition of an 8:30 adult Sunday 
school class to be taught by Rev. Judy Downing. 
Judy has much experience in teaching, and this 
promises to be a wonderful opportunity for those 
who prefer the contemporary music and still desire 
to be part of a Bible study based Sunday school 
class. I pray this will meet the needs of more of 
those who felt the changes that took place last year 
were not helpful to their families. Retired pastors, 
thank you for not saying òI told you soóé None of 
us are too old to make mistakes and learn from 
them. 
 
I am excited to share the Ludington version of the 

òBeast Feastó with you on May 5. This meal will fea-

ture both wild game and the farm raised chicken, 

turkey and pork that others may enjoy more. All 

food must be prepared here on site, and I will need 

help in set-up, food prep, and clean-up after the 

meal. I have reached out to Mr. Matt Moline, who I 

knew as a young man in Clare. Matt competed in 

and won a òForged in Fireó competition last year, 

and he owns Sparrow Gear where he creates custom 

knives, hatchets and other implements used in the 

great outdoors. I am hoping Matt will be able to join 

us and share a bit of his story and his faith. Please 

sign up, as we want to have enough food for all. 

 
 

 

 
I would encourage everyone to come to the Holy 
Week services, to help us prepare for the Easter Cel-
ebration. Palm Sunday is a time when we 
acknowledge the strength and courage of our Lord 
as he enters Jerusalem willingly to bring hope and 
salvation to those who will embrace it. Maundy 
Thursday will include an opportunity to have your 
feet washed and to wash others. There is something 
very humbling to have someone gently washing 
oneõs feet, and knowing it is done with a servantõs 
heart. I know it was special for me last June when 
the Bishop washed my feet after ordaining me El-
der. Please wear shoes or sandals that can be easily 
removed, and keep in mind that you do not need to 
have your feet washed if you do not desire to do so. 
Good Friday will be a somber service of reflection 
as we meditate on the result of our choices and their 
effect on others and our God. 
 
On a final note I wish to pray for this church and its 
ministries. There are many things we could and per-
haps desire to do, but to make that happen we will 
need volunteers and participants. I have been ap-
proached by some who would like us to become 
involve in a softball òchurch leagueó if there is one 
in the area. Others have requested more social 
events like potlucks and outings. Perhaps there may 
be some interest in traveling to watch some of the 
baseball games in Midland or Traverse City... Maybe 
some outdoor worship services at the pavilion or in 
the park. I have heard others express the desire to 
include more of the younger adults in leadership 
positions and I would love to have those interested 
come and talk to me about their interests, talents 
and available time. The church is not the pastor, it is 
the people. It is my desire to see us grow in the spir-
it. As I have been told, òThe mark of an effective  
church is not how many people come, but how 
many people live differently as a result of having 
been thereó.
